 Modern Standard Arabic 9
Course Description:  This course is designed for students who have successfully completed Classical Arabic 8 or the equivalent. Special emphasis is placed on developing the ability to understand and respond to the language demands of transactional and social contacts. Perfecting the student's comprehensive skills in reading, writing listening and speaking in Modern Standard Arabic. Providing students with a sound linguistic base for further study, work, and leisure. Offering insights into the culture of the countries where the language is spoken. Providing the opportunity for enjoyment, creativity and intellectual stimulation.

A multi –media instructional approach is a special feature of this advanced course.

The main objectives of this course are to:
· Reinforce the acquired linguistic structures and to expand the students lexical competence

· Expose the student to authentic samples and documents of Standard Arabic, culture and civilization

· Familiarize the student with the techniques of literary text analysis in both the oral and written forms

· Promote the student’s critical thinking, reading abilities and creative writing.

Methods and Techniques:
Oral / aural: listening comprehension drills, question/ answer, debate, oral commentary, class/ group discussion, oral reports / presentations.

Reading / writing ; text handling, skimming, scanning, extensive reading, essay and other creative writing productions, authentic media text analysis, research paper and projects.
